
 

 

CHALDAI FROM THE BOOK OF LIFE 

The Chaldai were created within the Universes emanated by The Eternal 

Universal Source (Yunatai) Divine Mind through Hyboria.  The Chaldai were 

originally created of three Divine civilizations that dominated the fourth and 

sixth dimensions and were cultivated from the Ancients, the Sirusians, and the 

Celestials, of which these Chaldai bear direct relationship to all of these.  

 

The Chaldai Book of Life describes the Chaldai works which are a combination 

of beliefs and practices that have been translated into many texts throughout 

the Universes and within the Third Dimension texts, which asserts that 

civilizations outside of Chaldai know little to nothing about the cosmic 

emanations of Source. These beliefs and practices played an important role in 

every aspect of the lives of the Chaldai.  They believe that the life they were 

designed to experience in the third dimension was seen as only one part of their 

eternal journey, and in order to continue that journey, one needed to live a 

life worthy of continuance.  The Chaldai believe that one is expected to uphold 

the principles of the Universal Laws with an understanding that one's actions 

in life affect not only one's self but others' lives as well, and the operations 

of the universe.  By practicing and honoring the Universal Laws and living 

one's life in accordance with its precepts, one was aligned with the forces of 

light against the forces of darkness and chaos, and assured one's self a 

gentle judgment by Hyboria emanating Truth and Justice. 

 

The Chaldai were astrolaters, or those who came from the stars.  The Chaldai 

were gifted knowledge and became the ancient votaries of Astrology.  This 

allowed them to teach this science to other nations. The Chaldai were among 

the oldest magicians, placing the basis of all magic in the inner powers of 

human souls by the discernment of magic properties in plants, minerals, and 

animals. The magic of the Chaldai was but a profound knowledge of the 

powers of the elements, nature, and minerals. By the aid of these they 

performed the most wonderful "miracles." Magic with them was synonymous 

with science. When they desired divine help in spiritual and planetary matters 

they sought direct communication through rituals, with pure spiritual beings. 

The Chaldai retained the knowledge that these spirits who remain invisible and 

communicate with mortals through their awakened inner senses, as in 

clairvoyance, clairaudience, and trance, could only be evoked subjectively 

and as a result of purity of life and Intent. Likewise, all physical phenomena 

were produced simply by applying the knowledge of natural forces. There was 

a vast difference between the true wisdom and knowledge taught to those 

who showed themselves worthy, and the developing laws (religions).  

The Chaldai beliefs maintained that a constant appreciation of truth, justice 

and integrity stood at the heart of all matters of life and were represented 

by ten and seven Anedots, which are the generic names for their Levels of 

Immortality and Wisdom, of secret Knowledge and of Eternity through the 



 

 

teachings about civilizations, letters, language, sciences, law, astronomy, 

agriculture, geometry, and the arts. These teachings have been guarded and 

held pure through an ancient oral lineage to assist Chaldai into and through 

this next phase of human evolution. These teachings and initiations serve as 

keys to unlock the encodements that lie within each Chaldai. Once these 

encodements are activated, all levels of the divine Higher Self and True Self 

are revealed and are called upon to participate in the physical, emotional, 

mental, and spiritual integration that supports the Ascension process. 

 

Chaldai not only believe, but they uphold the Universal Source deific 

Principle Creator of the solar, lunar, planetary gods, goddesses, and rulers, 

the stars and other celestial bodies. The Chaldai were the first tribe of 

savants, magians, astrologers and diviners to set forth upon the third 

dimension.  

In Chaldai cosmogony, there is a Supreme Deity called as Hyboria (Divine 

Creation, Yunasai) or the Source Apex, who is the ruling Supreme of eternal 

truths, rights and justices and maintains the balance of past, present, future, 

and outcomes between the dimensional realms and dominions of The Dark and 

The Light.  Hyboria is the planner, architect, Creator and executive agent to 

the Universal Source.  

On the other hand, the deific Principle is higher, over and around, within and 

without, which is the UNKNOWABLE and the unknown, the Universal Source 

and Cause of all Emanations. In Chaldai the great First Cause as the ONE, the 

primordial, the unrevealed and grand ALL, existing through itself is known as 

Ilu (Yunatai). This is the Ein-Soph (No - thing). Whenever this Eternal awakes 

from its slumber and desires to manifest itself, it divides into masculine and 

feminine energies to become the Creative male/female of the Universe. From 

the union or creative Principle and the manifested Logos, it self produces the 

products of that Divine Mind.   To understand the Universal Source, we must 

first recognize the ONE (Hyboria), who is “The Central Sun” (heart), “The Solar 

Logois” (Mind), without name throughout the Universes, but acknowledged in 

all thoughts and creative logos. From this, Hyboria becomes manifest as the 

one above all. 

Next comes the Demiurge (the "Builders" or designated 

Architects, Maintenance of the Universes, and 

destroyer of worlds) and they are the active power 

directed by Hyboria.  They come from the Planet 

Demuirgos in the Fifth Dimension.  They are subordinate 

to the Supreme Hyboria, and are considered to be the 

controllers and powerful creative forces of the 

material world and antagonistic to all that is purely 

spiritual.  The Demuirge are not omnipresent; that is, 

unlike Hyboria and the Universal Source, they cannot be everywhere at once. 



 

 

They are also not all-knowing or all-powerful. Though they have real power 

and are finite beings.  In the Chaldai, as well as, in every exoteric scripture, 

Beings who refuse to create, i.e., who are said to oppose the Demiurge, are 

denounced as the spirits of Darkness. The "Fallen Angels" and the legend of 

the "War in Heaven" are the exhaustive subjects of these Chaldai texts.  

Within the Chaldai principles are the Elohim that are accepted in one sense as 

immortals or powers.  They are known throughout the various dimensions and 

Planes as the “Kumara”, “Aeleoh”, “Bereshi”, “VaDaAt”, “B’nai”, “Elohim”, and 

collectively these names refer to the Divine beings created by Hyboria for the 

Universal Source. The Elohim is the Earth given name for the most powerful 

aspect of the Universal Source’s Consciousness and they carry the greatest 

concentration and highest vibration of the Light. They were manifest as the 

stepping-down of the Energies of the Alpha and the Omega (Hyboria).  The Alpha 

and the Omega are the ascended Flame and heart of the Universal Source who 

holds the balance of the Masculine-Feminine Polarity in the Cosmic 

Consciousness of the Universal Source.  The Alpha and the Omega are the 

Eternal Law, the Elemental Builder of Form, and the manifestation of the life 

force wave that sustains the existence of all life.   

The term Elohim is the plurality of beings, or multiple deities and commonly 

refers to the Gods and Goddesses who spent their time manifesting physical 

transformations to visit and experience the events and resources contained 

within the Third Dimension.  Throughout history, the Elohim have come to 

Earth. They came to Earth at different times, to different cultures, and they 

heavily influenced these cultures. They were believed to be Gods/Goddesses 

by mortals and became the foundation for many religions which exist today. 

The Elohim heavily influenced these religions along a moral structure to help 

the people of this Earth survive successfully and viably.  They were created 

billions of years ago by Divine Creation to serve in the capacity of creative 

processes.  This group of beings is very advanced, both intellectually and 

physically.  They possess powers of exponential strengths, manipulation of 

the energies at will, transcending time and space, psychic capacities, ethereal 

cognizance, and retain all wisdom and knowledge. They understand there is no 

spiritual directive with a conscious God, but rather a Divine Creation known 

as the Universal Source. They know and understand that they are the result 

of this Divine Creator, just as they have created others. Their life is 

eternal/immortal, and they have existed throughout all time, space, and 

dimensions. Their moral core is a product of the Universal and Cosmic Laws.  

Their core purpose is to experience, recognize the influence of those 

experiences, and evolve to a higher level of being.  With those evolutions 

comes more power and greater creative vision which translate to the 

experiences of the Universal Source. 

The Chaldai believe that the Hierarchy of the Universal Source establishes 

the great chain of being.  This great chain of being is composed of a great 



 

 

number of hierarchical links, from the most basic and foundational elements 

up through the very highest perfection of the Universal Source from the 

precepts of the Dark and the Light.  Each link in the chain is divided into 

component parts that give meaning to the Universes. This is the consciousness 

born of infinite timelines, containing infinite galaxies, stars, and worlds, as 

well as an infinite amount of life. This is akin to a single human as an atom in a 

brain cell is to a human.   Hierarchy exists to maintain creative order out of 

chaos.  The divisions comprising this hierarchy have a great many regions within 

them, the numbers stated depending on the way they are described. All these 

divisions and subdivisions blend into one another, and this partly accounts 

for the many different descriptions found in literature, and the great variety 

of names assigned to them.
